Penelitian ini membahas tentang Model Pembelajaran Spider Web dalam Peningkatan Kemampuan Speaking Siswa. Penelitian ini merupakan Penelitian Tindakan Kelas (PTK). Penelitian ini bermaksud untuk meningkatkan kemampuan speaking siswa. Target dari penelitian adalah siswa kelas 10 di SMA Darul Kholil.  menggunakan pre-cycle dan cycle test untuk menentukan 12 partisipan di kelas 10. Untuk memvalidasi tes siswa mengukur reliabilitras peneliti menggunakan rubric penilaian KKM 75 dengan nilai rata-rata akhir yang hasilnya 1.026 (sangat tinggi) dengan nilai siswa tertinggi 95. Hasilnya, Model Pembelajaran  Spider Web dapat meningkatkan kemampuan Speaking siswa. Selain itu, Model Pembelajaran  Spider Web sangat menyenangkan dan dapat dinikmati siswa dalam mengeksplor kemampuan Speaking mereka, jadi model pembelajaran ini efektif untuk nilai Speaking siswa.
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Abstract:
This study explode the Spider Web learning model to Improve the Students’ Speaking skill. This study was Classroom Action Research (CAR). This study aimed to improve the students’ speaking skill. The sample of this study was 10th grade students of SMA Darul Kholil, as many as 12 students participated in the cycle of this research rubric of KKM 75 which the final average result was 1.026 (very high) with the highest students’ score was 95. As the result, Spider Web learning model had improve the students’ speaking skill. Additionally, Spider Web learning model are most fun and enjoyable for students’ exploring their speaking skill so it is effective for students’ speaking score.
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INTRODUCTION

T
eaching speaking can be done in an easy way. Everyday conversations are so common in oral language. Their function are to maintain our social channel and keep up our social relations. Daily conversations have the relatively fixed structure: it start with greetings, then some “niceties” or comments about some topic, such as the weather may be exchanged or etc. Then the speakers will start preparing to end the conversation and finish off by taking leave dialog. That‟s one of a very simple way to teach English, especially speaking for the students of high school nowadays.
The problem that almost face in teaching Speaking at SMA Darul Kholil are the students tend to silent, there are also some students who want to answer teacher questions, but they are more happy to answer together, or there are students who want to answer alone but in a low voice barely even audible, shame if they answer wrong, always the reason. Some students also seem to unconfident to answer the question because they think that it‟s a wrong answer. They feel like that is because unfavorable atmosphere in the class, and so on. From these facts it can be conclude that student participation in English learning turns out still low.
With this problem, the teacher tries to take solving steps by giving a task to the students. The task is Telling Story which is an individual duty. The teacher expect that the task will help students to improve their skill in Speaking. With the Telling Story tasks, the students can master English especially in Speaking. There is a statement that „If you master the English, you can enjoy the travelling more.
Whatever although the teacher tries to look for this solving, students are still don‟t really take the advantage of learning opportunities. If order to do assignments, many students just rely on the ability of his friends the smart ones, then they just imitating and copying student work. If assign to discussion with friends to be faster and easy to do the job these, they tend to be less want to cooperate. Most of the students prefer to submit full responsibility assignment to a friend who they think they can. Other problems that arise is that most of the students can‟t demonstrate competence by good according to the criteria for completeness set when the teacher asks them practice speaking skills English. That's because by lack of knowledge and English language skills and mental involvement, emotions and thoughts student. Even though everything should knowledge, skills, mental, emotions and thoughts can be used by students to support achievement of their learning objectives.
By using Spider Web learning model, the students are more interest in learning participation, and changes occur positive on learning participation and outcomes student learning (Nuraen & Karyati, 2018). Spider Web learning model becomes an interesting technique that can implemented by English teachers in teaching speaking. The researcher planned to collaborate with the English teacher of SMA Darul Kholil to solve the English speaking teaching’s problem in the classroom.  that’s why the researcher use this model. Besides rising so much fun, Spider Web learning model is believe can improve the students‟ speaking skill. The aim of this paper is to describe the implementation of Spider Web learning model which utilize by the teacher to improve the students‟ speaking skill at 10th grade of High School. The researchers present the instruction of how to use Spider Web learning model in teaching speaking by teacher in the classroom. The Spider Web learning model is process-centere learning, relatively time, problem-focus, meaningful learning unit by combining concepts from several components, knowledge, disciplines, or fields. 
Spider Web learning model is a theme-based learning. It includes in the thematic approach (Suryana & Hijriani, 2021). It is apply to learning by combining multi-disciplinary or combining several subjects that are tied to one theme (Baharun et al., 2020). Spider Web learning model can help the teacher to hiring students‟ interest and their courage in learning English. The researcher do an observation to collect the data and find out the classroom activity. Result of the research is the teacher implement the technique in several steps: start from making group, give a theme/topic, setting the students for discuss or find some vocabulary (verb, noun, adverb, adjective, and preposition) about the topic and make a sentence from the word their found, making them present the result of their discuss about the topic in front of the class. By doing these activities, the students could develop their speaking skill in fun way.
The researcher use this model to find out the students‟ speaking skill improvement. Based on the observation, students of SMA Darul Kholil are prefer to do a group discussion in learning. So it can conclude that Spider Web learning model is good for them. With this model, students will have high interest. They can enjoy when learning this learning model. The integrate learning strategy model of spider web can improve the learning outcomes in the class (Hasmirawati et al., 2020).
RESEARCH METHOD
This study uses the type of Classroom Action Research (CAR) which focuses on the classroom situation or known as classroom action research. (P.H Hutagalung, 2019) Action research emphasizes activities by testing an idea into practice or a real situation on a micro scale with the hope that the action is able to improve the quality of the real situation. This research was carried out in accordance to the research model design of Hopkins which is begins with an initial action and then continues to planning, action, observation, and reflection. Before the researcher start the main of research, researcher do the pre-cycle on the study target as the research’s indicator to implementation the learning model. Research done as much as 2 cycles. The evaluation results in the first cycle are still not complete, so that improvements is in cycle II. Reflection of Cycle I carry out to direct the improvement steps in cycle II.. The design of this classroom action research is carry out in a collaborative and participatory way with 10th Grade Student at SMA Darul Kholil, that aimed at increasing students' learning motivation in speaking. This learning improvement research time is carried out in the seven semester on 2022. The research was carried out in three meeting and two cycles to find out the students‟ speaking skill improvement, that  are Pre-cycle on Wednesday, 23rd November 2022 and Cycle on the January 2023.
Data obtain from 1 class in 10th Grade Students of SMA Darul Kholil to find out how much improvement in speaking skills after using the spider web learning model and how the learning speaking process using the spider web learning model. The research take do for 12 students as sample research of 22 students in the class to find the solve and find the effect of using the spider web learning model. Writer choose SMA Darul Kholil as research target school because the school is shelter in Islamic Boarding School so that have an islamic characteristic that unfamiliar for the students to use English in their daily activity. Therefore that reason become to a problem teacher to teach English at SMA Darul Kholil. The research was carried out as much as II cycle. The evaluation results in the first cycle are not complete, so the improvements are made in cycle II. Reflection of Cycle I was done to decide the steps improvement.
The researcher used three instruments in this research, those are observation, test, and documentation. Observation, this first instrument is the observation checklist included to observe the activity. It involved students’ performance and the media which used by teacher in teaching English language.

Test, the second instrument is test. This test is used to find out how much students‟ understanding of the teaching material has improve with spider web learning model. Form of the test used is an oral/spoken test, where students are asked to retell about the theme/subtheme.  
Data from student evaluations and observations of student activities were analyzed with numbers. The criteria for completeness of individual student learning at SMA Darul Kholil reached 75. While the criteria for mastery of classical learning is if there are 70% of students who achieve 75 mastery of individual studies. (Hasmirawati et al., 2020) To analyze student learning mastery classically and student activities used the formula:

Documentation, the last instrument is documentation. The instrument is the picture which taken by the researcher, during the research and class activity.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS 
The data required from three sources that consists of observation, interview and documentation. Those data were displayed by coding sheet to understand and to discuss easily. The data was elaborated below:
The pre-cycle was conducted in November 23rd, 2022. In this occasion, the researcher joined as collaborator of the teaching learning process, especially speaking class and observed the initial condition and students‟ activity in the class to identify the problem. Teacher teaches the students using traditional method, she only asked students to read a book and answer the exercise without practice to speak. So that, the researcher found that many students have difficulties in speaking. The researcher observed student‟ activity during teaching learning process. The result of observation was shown in the table below:

From average score of the students test result of this cycle was 46,3, all of students still have low score in speaking because the KKM is 75. Because of that, the researcher decided to conduct the next cycle and intended to give preferable situation, so that’s why the researcher planned to implement SpiderWeb learning model in order to improve their speaking achievement.
The first cycle was held on January 21st-22nd, 2023. The first cycle was about teaching learning process and the assessment test. According to the result’s test in the pre-cycle, students on 10th Grade can categorize failed because the average value of students is not reach the indicator value in the English teaching. Students have to reach the indicator value that it is 75, if the result of learning can reach the indicator value, it is mean the that the learning students can categorized good and successed. Researcher present the Spider Web as speaking English teaching model learning to help the students understanding topic of learning. Teacher implemented the spider web learning model to hire the students‟ motivate activity in speaking class. Teacher opened the class and checked students‟ attendance as usual.
Researcher was prepare the topic/theme to the implementation of Spider Web based on the discussion with English teacher (Vacation). Writer get ready to implement the learning model. After that, the teacher tell the students about how they will do the class with Spider Web learning model. The teacher explain them that they will be decided into two groups. And each group will have a different topic to discuss.

The second cycle result was also considered as implementation. It was better than previous one. There was an improvement in this cycle. The condition of the class was getting better. The researcher conclude that the problems have been solved using Spider Web learning model. But most of them got maximum scores.

            It is found from the result of pre-cycle – cycle II and treatments gave to students that there was an improvement from the pre-cycles until second cycle. Students‟ score in the pre-cycle was very low, the average score was 46,3. In the first cycle, the average result was 64,6 and the average of students‟ score in second cycle was 85,5. So, the use of Spider Web learning model can improve the addition of students‟ grades of speaking skill, although there were several students that had the better speaking kill before giving treatments.
The Spider Web Discussion process trains students to work together collaboratively in solving problems and to self-assess that process. As Wiggins (2018) uses SPIDER as an acronym in her book, she connects the spelling of spider to the process: Synergetic, Practice, Independent, Develop, Exploration, and Rubric. All of this are already implemented in this research from the table 10 (teacher asked them what‟s on their mind when they heard „Vacation‟ and they said „Happiness‟) it was the Exploration, because in this session the students discussed and trying to found the word and they found „Happiness‟. Beside that, the teacher divided the students into 2 groups in table 11 (they discuss the topic and teacher gave 10-20 minutes) it was the Synergetic and Develop, because the students discussed each other that made them catched the synergy and it was develop their skill. After that, the students come forward to present the results in table 12. They found 8 word (Play, road, food, motorcycle, bicycle, laugh, far, enjoy) it was the Practice and Independent, because in this session the students come forward into the front of class to practice or deliver their results and it saw that their independent was build.
Teaching using spider web learning model can be done in an easy and fun way. Collaboratively discussions are very interesting in teaching. How to teach using the spider web learning model in this research is used the discussion models. To teach with discussion in spider web learning model, teacher have prepared the topic/theme that was deliver to the students in the action session. Teacher has divided the class into two groups then continue the rules in accordance to the classroom conditioning design by the teacher.
Based on writers‟ research, the student sheet results is indicate that they are able to write what the word they‟re found before speak. It can see from their results. They can make a summaries of they have though to, write down the new vocabulary that they have not known about the English meaning, and understand to try how to speak.

CONCLUSION
The research conclusion is presented according with the data which have been analyzed in the previous chapter. From all the data analysis about using Spider Web learning model to improve students’ speaking skill (a classroom action research which 10th Grade Students of SMA Darul Kholil in the academic year of 2022/2023), it can be concluded that:
Teaching speaking through Spider Web learning model can be enjoyable experience for both teacher and student. In fact, students can improve their speaking skill after being taught by Spider Web learning model. It can see from students‟ achievement in speaking test in each cycle. In the pre-cycle the average was 46,3, in first cycle the average was 64,6 and in the second cycle was 85,5. Exactly, there was an improvement of their speaking skill in the second cycle which is the topic of first cycle was „Vacation‟ and the topic of second cycle was “Daily Activities‟. Students speaking skill improved as well as their motivation in speaking and they were interested speaking through Spider Web learning model. Result of the research show that the students improve their speaking skill efficiently and effectively.
In the previous research, (Hasmirawati et al., 2020) use this model conducted a Guessing Game technique. The students must guess a thing or anything as the object with their group. She got the results of the students‟ improvement after practicing the technique in second cycle. In this research, researcher try the best way in different technique. Researcher conducted a Group Discussion and the results showed that students more interested and excited to learning English especially in Speaking. The use of Spider Web learning model has been advocated in teaching speaking process. Typically, Spider Web learning model is so interested to implemented in order improve speaking skill. Students have a lot of opportunity to practice speaking and have active involvement in this session. However, they worked so cooperative and tried to defend their team, and they were more active to speak in classroom.
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
