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Abstract:
 	This quantitative research aims to determine the effect of the application of the method on the reading ability of eighth grade students at mts.s ykhs sepulu. This study used a pre-experimental research design with One Group Pretest-Posttest Design. The research subjects were all eighth grade students totalling twenty people. Data collection techniques used reading tests given before and after treatment. Data analysis used t-test. The results showed that there was a significant difference between the pretest and posttest scores, which means that the application of drta method was effective in improving students' reading ability. The implication of this study is that the drta method can be an effective alternative method of learning to read
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INTRODUCATION

Reading is a fundamental skill that students must master in order to succeed in their academic pursuits (Yatmini et al., 2017).(Safitri et al., 2022) Particularly in the context of English language learning, reading comprehension is a crucial component that enables students to understand and engage with various texts. One effective strategy for improving reading comprehension is the Directed Reading Thinking Activity (DRTA) method, which encourages students to actively predict, read, and validate their understanding of a text.
Teaching reading is a process in English learning where there is interaction between teachers and students through reading texts. That is, the teacher guides the students to find information from the text and the students capture the meaning of the text. Abdullah Hasan (2019) states that reading is a set of skills that involves deriving meaning from the printed word. That is, reading is the ability to getinformation from written text such as making inferences, and finding the main idea.
The use of the DRTA method in reading instruction has been shown to enhance students' ability to comprehend and engage with written materials. (Panjaitan&Siagian, 2020) This approach involves activating students' prior knowledge, making predictions about the text, and monitoring their understanding throughout the reading process. By actively engaging with the text in this manner, students can develop critical thinking skills and deeper levels of comprehension.
Studies have demonstrated the positive impact of the DRTA method on students' reading abilities. (Yeny et al., 2020) The strategy has been found to significantly improve students' reading comprehension skills compared to traditional instructional methods. Furthermore, the DRTA approach has been shown to promote active involvement and collaboration among students, fostering a more engaging and effective learning environment. (Nerim, 2020)(Yeny et al., 2020)(Ardhian&Trisniawati, 2020)(Yeny et al., 2020)(Munfadlila, 2021)(Safitri et al., 2022).
Based on the previously research results, DIRECTED READING-THINKING ACTIVITY (DRTA) in increasing students' reading interest. Teachers should increase their skills in teaching English and choose the best strategy to apply to overcome students' learning problems (RizkaJannatulMuthoharoh, Hartono 2022). There are several previous studies, the first research was conducted by Abdullah Hasan with the title The Effect of Directed Reading Thinking Activity (DRTA) Methodon Students' Reading Comprehension for StateIslamic Senior High School in 2018 by using pre-experimental methods and getting results it can be concluded that Directed Reading Thinking Activity (DRTA) research can be used in classroom reading instruction to improve students' reading comprehension (abdulhasan 2018).
Based on the observation oflearning at MTs.S YKHS sepulubangkalan that learning reading comprehension there is less effective because it is too monotonous.  Teacher only use story texts so that students are less interested in learning English, more specifically reading skills. Based on these problems, this study focuses on students' reading skills in Directed Reading Thinking Activity (DRTA). Based on this description, the researcher chose the title “THE EFFECTIVENESS OF DIRECTED READING-THINKING ACTIVITY (DRTA) METHOD IN TEACHING READING COMPRHENSION AT MTs.S YKHS SEPULU BANGKALAN “

RESEARCH METHOD 

	A quantitative approach is used in this research. Since this method is in the form of numbers, it can be referred to as a scientific method. It is the scientific method because it is fulfilling scientific principles, namely concrete, objective, measurable, rational, and systematic (Ulviana, 2020). 
	 In this experiment, a pretest was conducted to measure the students' reading comprehension skills before the treatment was administered. Treatment was carried out in the learning implementation process, where the DRTA method would be applied as a method to further develop the students' reading comprehension ability. After the treatment by using the DRTA method, the post-test was carried out to measure how much the students' reading comprehension ability improved after using the DRTA method

RESULT AND DISCUSSION

Researchers took data from students Before conducting the test, the researcher conducted validation, and the test instrument was validated by IZZUL AROB, S.Pd as teacher of English language subjects. In this study, data was taken using pre-test and post-test to see the results before and after being given treatment using the Drta.
1.Pretest of pre-exprerimental
Before giving treatment to students, researchers conducted a pretest to the class sample. Researchers conducted this research student in class   on 11 June 2024 by using the test. The test was conducted to see the students' understanding of reading comprehension. The researcher did not give the text test to the students in class. Furthermore, the teacher gave the test to students to fill in the test that had been given.

The treatment in applying the Directed Reading Thinking Activity strategy carried out at MTs.S YKHS SEPULU is as follows:
The first treatment was carried out starting on 12 June 2024 at MTs.S YKHS SEPULU: 1) The teacher makes predictions based on the guide. At this stage the teacher writes the title of the reading text on the board that will be read by students. 2) Next, the teacher begins to explain the definition, purpose, and benefits of the DRTA strategy to students. 3) The teacher demonstrates how to apply the DRTA strategy with an example of a reading text. 4) The teacher forms the students into several groups, each group is given a reading text. 5) After that, the teacher directs the students to predict the content of the reading text to be read based on the title.
The second treatment was carried out starting on 13 June 2024 at MTs.S YKHS SEPULU: 1) The teacher guides the class discussion to discuss the reading text that has been learnt on the first day. 2) at this stage the teacher displays a reading text image that can be read by students. Then asks students to predict what will be read from the reading text. 3) The teacher asks students to read the reading text that has been distributed by the teacher based on the choice of pictures they have chosen. 4) Students are given the opportunity to ask questions and exchange ideas about the content of the reading text. 5) Students then create and conceptualise the content of the reading text that has been learnt.

CONCLUSION
[bookmark: _Toc174558285]From the results of statistical calculations, it can be concluded that the use of the drta strategy has an effect on Reading Comprehension of class VIII students at MTs.S YKHS. This can be seen from the results of the pretest and posttest scores where the highest pretest score is 50, and the highest posttest score is 90. Therefore, the use of the drta strategy has a difference between before and after treatment.
Hypothesis testing using one sample t-test with a calculation number if the Sig value. (2-tailed) <0.05, then it can be concluded that H1 is accepted and H0 is rejected. Based on the results of the hypothesis test, it shows that the use of the drta strategy has an effect in improving the reading comprehension of class VIII students at MTs.S YKHS SEPULU, where the hypothesis test value obtained the results of the Sig. (2-tailed) of 0.000 (2-tailed) of 0.000 <0.05, it can be concluded that H1 (Alternative Hypothesis) can be accepted, namely there is an effect of using the drta strategy on the reading comprehension of class VIII students at MTs.S YKHS SEPULU. So that based on the results of the study shows that there is an influence and improvement from the application of the drta strategy.
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
