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Abstrak: This study investigates on the use of Project-Based Learning in teaching descriptive text for the Seventh Graders. EFL teachers often put writing in the bottom list of priorities in teaching. However, writing is essential for students. The main problem that students faced in writing is boredom. EFL teachers should leave a convetional way of teaching writing and try to provide a creative way for teaching writing. This study has two research questions; (1) How to apply the use of Project-Based Learning to teach writing of descriptive text?, (2) What is the students’ to response the use of Project-Based Learning to teach writing of descriptive text?

This study is a descriptive qualitative. The subjects are the teacher and the students of VII A SMPN 01 Kamal. The instruments which are used in this research are observation checklist, and questionnaires. 
The finding of the study shows that teaching writing of descriptive text involving writing Project-Based Learning could attract students willing in learning descriptive text. It proved by the condition where students are active during the teaching and learning process. The finding also showed that teaching writing of descriptive text involving writing Project-Based Learning gets a positive response from the students. The boredom in writing that commonly felt by the students could be reduced. Morever, the positive response is showed by the result of the students’ tasks. Students can deliver idea in their writing. However, students still have difficulty dealing with grammar. 
In conclusion, the application of writing Project-Based Learning in teaching descriptive text was successfully applied by the teacher. It was because the teacher chose an appropriate level of material and students’ input. It also gets positives responses from the students. They agree that it can reduce their boredom in writing. Another positive response is showed in the result of students’ task. Students have been able to deliver their ideas in their writing.

)Writing as one of those skill is very interest to be learn. Writing is a method of expressing idea about any subject context. According to Alice and Ann (2007:15), “writing is a one-step action; it is an ongoing creative act.” From this statement, writing has some steps and for the writer must be has much creativity until become good text. For Junior High School, writing is consider as a difficulty activity.
In this case, in learning writing English at class there are several factors that effect the educational process. Such factors include teachers, students, the environment, as well as the facilities and systems that are used in the teaching learning process. These factors are related to each other in determining the success of an education because each factor has its own role in the education system. If one factor is not suitable there will be a disruption in the educational process, and it may affect the success of students in learning activities.
Commonly, the use of varied instructional model in the learning process in the classroom is still rare and the teachers tend to use conventional models in every learning process. This may be due to the teachers’ lack of learning model mastery. Actually, the mastery of learning models is necessary to improve the professional skills of teachers and encourage students’ motivation in learning process.
Most of the learning model used is conventional, whereas in conventional learning the students typically become a passive learner. In this case, the current weakness of model learning in teaching descriptive text frequently happened in teaching and learning process nowadays. Consequently, the students are eagerly not being interested to learn more about descriptive text.
According to that background of study, one of the learning models that are suitable to teach writing skill is Project Based Learning. It is stated in the theory from Larmer and Mergendoller (2010:02), a classroom filled with the students’ project may suggest that students have been engaged in meaningful learning. It is because the project is a series of tasks for the students to learn the content of material in depth comprehension in a group or individually. Whereas, the facts on the ground that educators learn more about the concept and practice of "Models of Learning" then there are several models of learning that can be used as a reference once use in the learning process, including Project-Based Learning.
Project-Based Learning is a learning model that provides an oppurtunity for students to actively participate in making a project within the group or individual work to improve English language skills, especially in productive skills. According to Klein, et al (2009:08), “Project-Based Learning is the instructional strategy of empowering learners to pursue content knowledge on their own and demonstrate their new understandings through a variety of presentation modes.” From this statement, Students become more engaged in learning when they have a chance to dig into complex, challenging, and sometimes even messy problems that closely resemble real life. 
Project-Based Learning refers to students designing, planning, and carrying out an extended project that produces a publicly-exhibited output such as a product, publication, or presentation (Patton, 2012:13). In this study, students will be instructed to make a project. This project contains the message of descriptive text (describe something). By holding this project, students are going to inquire the basis learning and describe the feature of project. In process of making project, it gives students a better understandig about the structure of descriptive text especially describe something. In result, this method also builds students motivation to learn descriptive text without any boredom.
According facts in the field, especially the students of VII-A SMPN 01 Kamal, the students are lazy in writing class because the students bored and uninterested with writing class. Another problem is the students have low motivation and do not interest in doing the task during the writing activities, because models of learning are make the students boredom.
The similar study has been already conducted by students of State University of Surabaya from class 2014, by Ananda Rifna Humairoh who entitled “The Implementation of Project-Based Learning to Teach Speaking a Spoken Advertisement For The Eight Graders of SMPN 40 Surabaya” and by students of Sekolah Tinggi Keguruan dan Ilmu Pendidikan from class of 2012, by Kip Nurrobiyah who entitled “The Use of Task-Based Learning in Writing Procedure Text For The Ninth Grade Students Of MTs Satu Atap Darul Munir Galis”. The previous study has been applied the same method which support the study, that is Project-Based Learning and Task-Based Learning. However, she provides students with complex tasks based on challenging questions or problem that involve the students’ problem solving. Therefore, the method that is used make students experienced to do the task based on their investigation toward the problems to reflect it into their result of speaking perfectly.

METODE
This method provides an oppurtunity to learn about a particular topic to train students’ ability to complete the project by way of deep thinking in about content. Through this type of study, students will be able to make their projects based on students’ background knowledge. Project build on authentic learning tasks that engage and motivate students, projects encourage students to encounter, and struggle with important and big ideas (Klein, et al, 2009:08). In addition, Project-Based Learning allows students to maintain their creativity through their fresh ideas in the process of constructing the project.
It also enables to cooperate each other in the completion of the project so that students can work to complete the project with their friends. In this situation, some students can share their previous knowledge in creating ideas to creat the project. Some students may have some skills, such as like making creative poetry, multimedia presentation, posters, etc.
In addition, Project-Based Learning can provide them to be expert in designing project. They will determine the kinds / forms of media which are appropriate for their learning material. In Project-Based Learning, they build theoretical basis for the assignment. Freedom of thought is an important factor in this method. The core idea of Project-Based Learning is the classroom with a project that the student has engaged in meaningful learning.
Project-Based Learning is supported by the 8 essential elements. Here is an explanation of the eight essential elements associated with Project-Based Learning (Larmer and Mergendoller, 2010:02) :
1. Driving question
This means that Project-Based Learning is run by displaced students to openly question, complex and associated with the core theory of the material they are learning. By asking open-mindedquestions, students can learn the assigned project had a goal in the process of learning English. This means that students have been able to grasp the meaning and achieve learning objectives, particularly in the ability to write.
2. Significant content
This element concerns about students’ understanding of the content of the learning material. This Project-Based Learning should encourage students to focus on important knowledge and core concepts derived from theory of standard material. Thus, this method allows the students to create a project, such as project design and understand the concept in depth. Content in the project should be made as clear as possible so that students can represent their interests and lives.
3. Revision and reflection
Revision and reflection is one of the important elements that can review student progress. Revision and reflection will emphasize the quality of the project. Teachers can train students to find the mistakes and supervise them to fix it. In addition, teachers can also provide feedback to revise performance of students so that they wil get meaningful input in the reconstruction of their projects. After getting feedback from the teachers to revise their work, they can develop a revised project that will be presented.
4. Public audience
Students will present their projects in front of the public, as demonstrated in front of the class to their friends, teachers or even parents. In addition, they can also invite friends from other classes as a spectator. By considering these elements, students will learn how to make the kinds of tasks that are eligible to be presented in public and select effective communication to convey the message of the project. Thus, they will care about the quality of the project and is fully responsible about their project presentation.
5. Voice and choice
Voice and choice should really be experienced by each student in the learning process of English to measure their writing skills. It has a role to create a conducive atmosphere for students where they are free to chose a topic that will be presented. On the other hand, teachers can give their choice of topic. Teachers should design projects that allow students to work effectively with time and able to solve problems in their projects. They were given the opportunity to give their voice about the determination of project’s idea that will be created.
6. In depth inquiry
Students try to find answers to new questions. They gather as much information as possible and make it happen through their projects. By conducting in-depth investigations through the questions, it will train students to find resources and basic knowledge of the project to be created. In addition, students can test ideas and gain their own projects. This will reactivate the initiative of students and engage them to know the needs and interests of their role in the project work.
7. Need to know
Students will be provided with an overview by he teacher, such as : videos, discussions, field trips, visual media, etc. Before giving a project the students, the teacher should tell about the subject matter they are studying. This can motivate them to learn more and consider it important as a task. Through the existing explanations, the teacher introducesthe project description and how they can design their own projects. This will reactivate the initiative of students and engage them to know the needs and interests of their role in the project work.
8. 21st century skills
It is also important to consider because now students often interact with advanced technologies. This is not an unusual thing when students are familiar with the gadgets in their hands. Teachers can explore the capabilities of students through the skill of the 21st century, namely collaboration, communication, critical thinking, and the use of advanced technology of the 21st century. Thus, students can assess their own project and so closely related to real learning experience. Teachers instruct students to work something real and relevant to their surroundings as well as associated with the use of advanced technology today.
According to Capraro and Slough (2009: 12) stated that educators has made an effort to adapt the Project-Based Learning to academic subject. It is done to make this method become applicable in language learning. The project is used to develop children interest in organizing, investigating, and accomplishing something. In this case, it necessarily arise the children of interest for educational purpose, especially to complete the project in terms of the submission of assignment in the school.

HASIL PEMBAHASAN
According to the research of observation checklist, the use of Project-Based Learning should be guided by some instructions. In this case, the teacher has an important role to facilitate the students in accomplishing the project. Firstly the students should be persuaded in a comfortable teaching and learning process. After the expected circumstance had been held, the teacher gave them an opportunity to investigate a certain topic and found the idea to be developed. This situation actually has been managed by the teacher. The students freely choose the topic for their descriptive project. The use of Project-Based Learning also enabled the students to make a good writing. 
From the research of questionnaire, the researcher  find that most of the students were interested in writing activity with the use of Project-Based Learning.  However, some others stayed confused to make a sentence in English because of the lack or poor vocabulary. As Nunan (2004:15) said, “We cannot be sure then that the learners will not look for grammatical pattern when taking part in designed to focus them on meaning, and look for meaning in tasks designed to focus them on grammatical form”.
For all this reason, this study agreed that the use of Project - Based Learning made the students more motivated to write and learn English lessson. As Klein, et al, (2009:08) defined, “Project build on authentic learning tasks that engage and motivate students, projects encourage students to encounter, and struggle with important and big ideas “.

During the learning process, the teacher intended to guide them to compose the paragraph correctly and did corection whenever students make an errors or mistakes. In conducting this method, the teacher had expected to persuade the students become active learner and they are able to write in public with their writing English ability. Thus, the use of Project - Based Learning seemed to have positive influence toward learning English lesson especially for writing skill for the Seventh Grade of SMPN 01 Kamal.

Dealing with the conclusion above, below are the suggestion for:
1. English Teacher
The teacher has creates an enjoyable condition in teaching writing by using Project-Based Learning. It results in students’ interest in learn and write descriptive text. However, we all know that there are students with excellent ability, fair ability, and also poor ability. It is easy enough for those with excellent ability in doing the task given by the teacher, but it will not for those with poor ability. The teacher will not able to help the difficulty of students dealing with the task given since the class has a big amount of students. The teacher should find some strategy or technique that can solve that problem.
2. Further Researcher
For further researches, the researcher will recommend further investigation on students’ difficulty dealing with English grammar and vocabulary during the classroom writing activity. Students’ ability in mastering English grammar will influence the quality of their production of text.
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
